MINI FAMILY CAMP 

REGISTER EARLY!   Family Camp housing reservations are on a 
PER ROOM BASIS, not per person.   Only one person is to     
register from each family, or group choosing to stay together.  
Mission Springs   housing is limited and will be assigned on a  first
-come, first-served basis until filled or April 12.   
 
HOW:  The online (at pswc.org) Celebration registration system 
will take your Mini Family Camp housing reservation.  It will be 
separate from housing assignment for Thursday and/or Friday 
evenings and is priced differently (per group rather than per     
person).  Persons staying Thursday and/or Friday evenings will 
need to move to a new housing assignment for Saturday evening.  
All room assignments are made by Mission Springs, and they will 
seek to accommodate the requested housing type.  
 
PRICING:  Calculate the total cost per family by adding together 
the appropriate fees from Schedule A (Housing Type), and  
Schedule B (Meal Packages/per person).  The Meal Package 
(per person rate) includes Saturday dinner, Sunday light break-
fast, and Sunday brunch.  No charge for children under age 4.

Select rooms have a private bathroom with shower in each 
room.  Beds pre-made.  Most rooms have 2-4 beds.  (Laurel,  
Wellander, and Frontier) 
 

Standard rooms have a shared shower and bathroom. Beds not 
made, but linens provided.  Bunk style. All rooms have 4 beds.  
(Sequoia, Pine and Fir )   
 

Economy  rooms have a shared shower area and a separate 
shared bathroom with more persons sharing the shower and    
bathroom areas. Beds not made, but linens provided.  Bunk style.  
Most rooms have 2-4 beds.  (Hemlock, Oak, and Cedar)

receive an ERROR message upon selection), please send an 
email to nelly.bothi@pswc.org noting your name, Family Camp 
Housing, desired housing type, number of family members need-
ing beds, and your best phone number.  You will  receive follow-
up communication as to whether or not your request has been 
confirmed.
